“No culture can survive that is ignorant of its own
traditions.”’

Last month on my way to work, | heard a national
radio broadcast highlighting the mindset of the
average 18-year-old student entering college this fall."
Born in 1988, this class of 2010 grew up viewing the
world through a computer screen and surfing the
Internet as they learned to read. Following are a few
notable “mindset” characteristics of this year's
entering freshman class:

- The Soviet Union has never existed and is “about as
scary as the student union”.

- They have known only two presidents.

There has aways been only one Germany.

- They have rarely mailed anything using a stamp.
They are wireless, yet always connected.

- They have always been able to watch wars and
revolutions live on television.

- They have always had access to their own credit
cards.

- They have never put their money in a “Savings &
Loan.”

- Bad behavior has always been the most popular
subject for amateur videos.

- They grew up with virtual pets to feed, water, and
play games with, lest they die.

- Professional athletes have always competed in the
Olympics.

- Non-denominational mega-churches have always
been the fastest growing religious organizations in the
U.S.

- Brides have always worn white for a first, second,
or third wedding.

- Televison stations have never concluded the
broadcast day with the National Anthem."

Courses taught by college professors to the class of
2010 will be important capstones in these students
formal educational pyramid. But in the words of one
former U.S. Secretary of Education, it is not our
nation’s colleges, but rather our nation’s elementary
schools, that are most responsible for the safekeeping
of our national heritage and future:

Elementary schools hold the responsibility of
transmitting to each new generation what
may be called our ‘common culture’ — the
things that bind Americans together as one
people. In its highest form, this common
culture is the sum of our intellectual
inheritance, our legacy fromall the ages that
have gone before us... Our system of
education is like a pyramid. Success at each
level—high school, college, and beyond—
depends on earlier preparation. Mediocrity
at any stage will diminish possibilities for
the next. A cracked foundation threatens the
whole."

Certainly if elementary schools have a foundational
responsibility, families and homes play a
“cornerstone” role in that foundation. What is the
“common culture” that our families and schools are
conveying to our children? Does the mindset of the
average entrance-level college student say anything
about the degree to which we as a people have
discharged our obligation to convey the “sum of our
intellectual inheritance” or the “legacy from all the
ages that have gone before us’?

In one of the great military conflicts described in the
Book of Mormon, the enemy fought with more
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strength and courage than it ever had in recorded
history: “Yea, never had the Lamanites been known
to fight with such exceedingly great strength and
courage, no, not even from the beginning.”"

And yet, the Lord’s people prevailed based upon a
smple but supremely powerful principle: they were
“inspired by a better cause.”"'

No culture can survive that is ignorant of its own
traditions. Our culture — our Christian, American
culture — has for centuries been guided and preserved
by people who were inspired by a better cause:
Luther and the Reformation, Washington and the
Revolution, Joseph and the Restoration, and Lincoln
and the Union, to name afew.

The Nephites of ancient America were no different:
“for they were not fighting for monarchy nor power
but they were fighting for their homes and their
liberties, their wives and their children, and their all,
yea, for their rites of worship and their church.”""
And, most importantly, “they were doing that which
they felt was the duty which they owed to their
GOd.”Viii

May we and our children be so inspired by a better
cause — for our God, for our families, and for our
country.
